St Mary’s Hospital is one of London’s four major trauma centres and 
rated as the top performing major trauma network with the best patient 
outcomes in the UK. We receive 280 paediatric traumas per year. Staff 
will receive the opportunity to develop trauma skills and there are 
courses and training to support this. 
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“It’s my role to support nurses and doctors 
whilst they carry out unpleasant and 
sometimes painful procedures, such as 
cannulas, stitches, casting, bone manipulation, 
assessments and observations.
