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Food for parents, guardians and 
carers on the QCCH neonatal unit  
Information for patients, relatives and carers 
 

Introduction 

We want to encourage you to spend as much time on the neonatal unit with your baby as you 
can. But we know it can be hard as you also need to eat and drink. This sheet details food, drink 
and snack options available to parents, carers, guardians. These should help you stay on the 
unit with your baby for longer.  

 

Snack boxes 

At lunch time, a packed lunch, called a snack box is delivered to the parents sitting room.  

These snack boxes include: 

• a sandwich 

• fruit or fruit juice 

Other snacks include: 

• biscuits and cake 

• crackers with cheese 

• yoghurt 

Food available in the parents’ sitting room and kitchen area 

In the parents’ sitting room and kitchen area on the unit, you will always find breakfast cereals 
like cornflakes and Weetabix, milk, tea and coffee. 

There is a fridge to store food and a microwave. 

Water fountains are also available. Ask staff where to fill your water bottles.  

You can also find dry snacks in the parents’ kitchen. These include:  

• popcorn 

• oven-baked and vegetable crisps 

• cereal and protein bars 

• dried fruit 

Cup soup and instant noodles are also usually available
